The National Assessment Program - Literacy 

and Numeracy (NAPLAN) is an assessment 

program for Years 3, 5, 7 and 9  students, testing 

knowledge and skills in Literacy and Numeracy. 

NAPLAN testing will be conducted across all 

Australian schools from 12 - 14 May.  Our Year 

3 and 5 students will sit four examinations - 

Language Conventions, Writing, Reading and 

Numeracy. The results of the tests provide 

information for parents and teachers about a 

childôs performance in Literacy and Numeracy 

which can be used to support teaching and 

learning programs and improve student 

achievement. Parents will receive personal 

reports, from VCAA (Victorian 

Curriculum and Assessment 

Authority) for their children 

later in the year.

SCHOOL INJURIES AND INSURANCE: parents and 
guardians are generally responsible for paying the 
cost of medical treatment for injured students, 
including any transport costs. Most medical costs will 
be refundable by Medicare. If you are a member of 
an ambulance or health insurance fund, you may 
also be able to claim transport or other expenses 
from the fund. The Department of Education and 
Training does not hold accident insurance for school 
students. Is other insurance cover available? 
Yes.  The Department is aware of two insurers, JUA 
Underwriting Agency Pty Ltd and Willis Australia Ltd 
that provide accident insurance policies for students. 
These policies provide specific benefits for students 
who are injured in accidents for a reasonably low 
cost.
