Every year FHPS provides students in Years 2 -6 with the option of participating in the world -renowned  

International Competitions and Assessments for Schools (ICAS) in English, Mathematics and Science. 

ICAS is an online academic competition that is designed to assess studentsõ higher order  thinking and 

problem -solving skills. 

 

Each assessment celebrates studentsõ accomplishments by providing opportunities for recognition 

and development. Every student who participates will receive a printed certificate and an online  

results report. Top performers will be eligible for medals.   

 

The 2023 online ICAS assessments will be held at Frankston Heights Primary School on:  

The school encourages you to consider entering your child into ICAS this year. The assessments are 

suitable for students in Years 2 -6 wishing to extend themselves academically and take up the personal 

challenge of competing in an international assessment.

Parents register their child for one or more of the assessments online.
